Schools must complete a form 1B and risk assessment and forward them to
Lancashire County Council office for approval prior to visiting.
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Outline of your day:

10.30 am Welcome

Arrive at the park, staff and children are given a warm welcome in the
education centre, including a complimentary drink of tea/coffee for the
teachers and soft drink for the children. A short health and safety talk
will be given for each school group and a general outline of the activities
Is discussed.

11.00 am Feeding time

The welcome will be followed by lamb feeding
(season permitting—usually January to June)
and chick stroking all year.

11.30 am Wild Boar Walk

We will then take your group around the wild boars, telling you a little bit
about them and allowing you to see them up close while they are being
fed.

12.00 pm Lunch time, time to re-fuel!

Activities for the afternoon include:

. Tractor and trailer ride

. Walk around our other animals, allowing the children to have a
go at feeding them.

.  Walk through the woods, telling you a little bit about the animals
and trees which live there.

This leaves enough time for the kids to have a play on the park to wear
them out before the bus journey back!

If there is anything else you would like to include please let us know.
If you would prefer not to have any animal contact an alternative itiner-
ary can be arranged on request.
